The groom and bride also accepted full legal
responsibility for the obligations herein taken on, as well as for the various property entering the marriage from
their respective homes and families, and agreed that the obligations in this Ketubah may be satisfied even from
movable property. We have had both the groom and the bride formally acquire these obligations to the other,
with an instrument fit for such purposes. Thus all is in order and in force.
